Vika can be used to 
divide a large space

Vika’s basic form is as simple as it 
is ingenious: an oblong floor screen 

made of sound-absorbing felt  
folded into the shape of a wing.



Designed to be placed close to users — 
to intercept noise where it occurs.



Multiple layers of acoustic materials 
provide effective sound absorption. 



“A clever thing about 
Vika is that both the 
floor screens and the 
ceiling luminaire are 

designed to be close to 
those in the room who 
are its sound sources. 

This stops sound 
waves before they can 
bounce off the walls 

and ceiling.”



Vika in brief

Available in multiple versions: 
a floor screen in two sizes, a pendant light, 

and a wall light. 

Vika helps divide large spaces into smaller areas while 
improving the soundscape and creating a quieter 

atmosphere.

It dampens low- and high-frequency sounds  
and radiates an atmospheric light.

Available in a range of select colours.

Vika consists of a soft, sound-absorbing core, 
partly made of recycled PET bottles,  

and is covered with Texfel acoustic felt.

Floor screen base in black-coated metal.



Vika’s voids trap noise while 
radiating pleasant light.



Thanks to Vika’s simple and well thought-
out basic shape, there are many possible 

variations, where each design feels natural.

Product family

Vika Floor Screen with light
The floor screen is available in two 
dimensional versions: a smaller, oblong 
one (427 x 1540 x 231 mm) evocative  
of a light pillar and a larger one that 
functions as a room divider (1180 x 
1540 x 231 mm). Vika consists of a soft, 
sound-absorbing core, partly made of 
recycled PET bottles, and is covered with 
Texfel acoustic felt. Its lighting consists 
of 12V plastic LED tubes, 150 cm in 
length, with an output of 14.4 W/m  
and a colour temperature of 2700 K. 
Both versions are available in a range  
of select colours, each affecting the 
light’s character. The darker the textile, 
the more subdued the light. Its base  
is made of black-coated metal.  
Optionally available without lighting. 

Vika Pendant Light  
The acoustic lamp consists of a soft, 
sound-absorbing core, partly made of 
recycled PET bottles, and is covered  
with Texfel fabric. Its lighting consists  
of 12V plastic LED tubes, 150 cm in 
length, with an output of 14.4 W/m  
and a colour temperature of 2700 K.  
The luminaire is easy to adjust in height 
by means of two included 3-metre wires 
and a wire lock. Dimensions: 1500 x 155 
x 283 mm.

Colour range 
Lighter colours provide brighter light, 
while darker colours provide more sub-
dued lighting. Available colour options: 
Texfel light grey 011, dark grey 012, beige 
013, dark blue 014.
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Vika Wall Light 
Vika Wall Light consists of a sound-
absorbing core of recycled and 
recyclable PET and is covered with 
acoustic felt in Texfel, which is available 
in several selected colours, where a 
lighter fabric gives a stronger light, and 
a darker one a more subdued lighting. 
The panel is shaped like a folded wing 
with a soft, glowing and fully integrated 
LED light. This creates a space that 
encapsulates and absorbs both low 
and high frequency sounds while hiding 
the light source itself. The indirect, 
atmospheric light creates a cosy and 
inspiring atmosphere. Dimensions 280 
x 1500 x 180 mm. Available in vertical 
or horizontal version with and without 
lighting. 3 m cord. Lighting equipped 
with 12V LED, power: 21 W, brightness: 
715 lm. Colour temperature : 2700 K.
