MOUNTING OPTIONS ADDED SECURITY

SURFACE MOUNT
The metal flange is anchored to the SQUARE TUBING
ground with appropriate hardware.
Tamper-proof options are available for
greater security.

A determined thief will eventually
cut through anything, but for
greater security choose a rack
made with heavy-gauge square
tubing that is not vulnerable to pipe
cutters.

IN-GROUND MOUNT
The rack is embedded into concrete
surface.

TAMPER-PROOF HARDWARE
For racks bolted to the surface,
consider using non-standard nuts
to help deter theft.

RAIL MOUNT
Racks are bolted to rails which may be
anchored to surface or left free-standing.
