ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION

The following must be performed to ensure proper foot treadle operation in an emergency. With the shower mounted in its
permanent position and before water supply connection (or with supply water of the station turned off), install the treadle kit

as follows:

1. Refer to Component Parts List below and Figure 1 on page 2 for reference.

2. Install the eyebolt (#3) in the ABS treadle (#1) as shown with a %4” flat washer (#2) on each side and a 1/4” locknut
(#12) on the bottom. DO NOT TIGHTEN.

3. Place the fence clamp (#9) around the uppermost part of the floor flange with the clamp opening at the rear.

4. Insert the 5/16” stud (#8) halfway through the holes at the rear of the treadle. Then thread a 5/16” hex nut (#11)
onto the stud (inserted end). Slip a 5/16” flat washer (#10) over the stud then insert the stud through the fence
clamp. Install a flat washer and hex nut onto the stud and thread both hex nuts onto the stud until the center of the
stud lines up with the center of the fence clamp.

5. With the stud extended equally out of both ends of the treadle, thread a 5/16” locknut (#7) onto each end until flush
with the stud.

6. With the fence clamp as high as possible on the floor flange and the stud to the rear, tighten both 5/16” hex nuts to
tighten the clamp on the flange. Make sure the treadle pivots freely up and down. Adjust if necessary.

7. Install one (1) S-hook (#4) onto the eyebolt and one end of the chain (#5) onto the S-hook.

8. Remove existing eyewash push plate (if required), and install the push plate (#6) onto the eyewash ball valve.
Install an S-hook (#4) onto the push plate.

9. Depress the push plate to open the ball valve. Push the treadle down until it contacts the floor. Install the chain (#5)
on the push plate S-hook into a link so it is taut. Remove any excess links if necessary.

10. Make fine adjustments with the nuts on the eyebolt then tighten.

11. Connect supply water to station (or turn supply water on) and check for proper operation by pushing down onto

treadle using your foot. Treadle should fully open the eyewash ball valve. Make adjustments, if required. Close ball
valve using push plate.
